ACCOMMODATION 

 
If you have family visiting from UK and need details of accommodation, call in 
to the HIVE for a comprehensive list of local B&B and Hotels.  Alternatively, if 
you are posted with the current serving Regiment, the UWO’s office hold the 
keys to 2 x Welfare flats for use on a first book, first served basis. Their contact 
details can be found later in this book. 
 
BANKS

BFG THE CAR 
 
You are required under British Army (Germany) Standing order 3213 to 
register your vehicle with the BFG Vehicle Licensing Office. The unit BFG 
Registration Office, situated 2 doors down from the HIVE, will advise you on 
the correct procedure to be followed. All members of BFG must register 
their vehicles with the BFG VLO within 30 days of arrival. Before 
registration all drivers must take a matrix test and be issued with 
a BFG Driving Permit.  Useful information on German rules/regulations/signs

ID CARDS/NAAFI SHOPPING PERMITS 
 
All military personnel, entitled civilians and dependants are required to carry an 
ID card.  Dependant ID cards are issued through the Unit Welfare Office 
situated opposite the HIVE in the Community Centre. 
  
A NAAFI Shopping Permit is issued to all entitled personnel and will be 
required to use the NAAFI shopping facilities.  Shopping Permits are available 
from the Unit Welfare Office. 
 
INTERNET 
 
The HIVE has an internet computer which the Information Officer can access 
to source any information you require.  The UWO have 3 internet computers 
installed for general use, in the Community Room on Camp, and the WRVS 
have 3 internet computers for the use of „singlies“,  for a small fee. 
 
KINDERGELD 
 
If you are in receipt of UK Child Benefit you may be entitled to claim 
Kindergeld (a top up to UK Child Benefit from the German authorities.) The 
claiming of Kindergeld is an individual's responsibility and is strictly between 
the individual and the German authorities. Application forms and guidelines are 
available from the Regimental Admin Office in BHQ.  Tel 05141 963 2293., or 
your Unit Welfare Officer.

PETROL COUPONS 

Duty Free Fuel Coupons cannot be sold to you unless you have a Vehicle 
Registration Card with an up to date and valid light/roadworthiness stamp on it.  
Petrol coupons, which are rationed, are available from the Petrol 
Coupon/Mehrwertstreuer Office in BHQ.  Tel 05141 963 2275. 
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PETS  

When you arrive in BFG you must register all your pets at the Heide Office  in 
the Community Centre .  This registration is to be updated annually and costs 
€5 per dog, free for cats.  All dogs must wear a collar disc bearing the owner's 
address.   Failure to do so could result in a large fine.  The HIVE holds a list of 
local vets and kennels. 
 
We also hold the information you require to get a pet passport allowing you to 
take your pet back to England. 
 
POSTINGS 
 
The HIVE can obtain Garrison Guides and HIVE ’Welcome’ packs 
from other stations.  We also have a comprehensive ’Get You Back Pack’.

The HIVE will endeavor to answer all your questions.  You will not leave the 
HIVE empty handed.  We will either refer you to another agency, give you the 
details you want, a phone number or a promise that we will get back to you, if 
we do not have the information you are after.
